Committee. HR 2678 was introduced by Representative Jim McDermott to
have the Duwamish Tribe recognized by the US government and deliver on
treaty rights that have been deniedrthfor the last one hundred and fifty

years. Some of JoanneOs images were displayed on a large monitor during
Chair HansenOs testimony which added to the impact of CecileOs strong and
emotional words.

MESSAGE FROM TRIBAL CHAIR, CECILE HANSEN: Tribal members are encouraged to attend activities at
the Longhouse. It was the membership that indicated a place was needed to call our own and now that we have
it, it's important to visit the Longhouse and attend the activities. It took a lot of work and money to build our new
home, now we need to use it.

As Tribal Chair, | attended the Affiliated Tribes Conference which was being held in Tacoma. It was clear that
recognized tribes promote tribal bonds, protect treaty rights and share good fortunes but not for landless tribes.
The Affiliated Tribes and National Congress of Indians need to support landless tribes in our pursuit for
recognition. Some connections were made for support of our bill in Congress, HR 2678, Duwamish Tribal
Restoration Act.

Tribal members are encouraged to write their elected officials for support of HR 2678. Be bold and persistent. |
truly believe our Tribe is at the last ditch effort for tribal justice and rightful status for Duwamish. The bill currently
is still in the House Natural Resources Committee. Meanwhile, regarding the lawsuit: There currently is no new
information about the court case.

Tribal fundraising continues. A request for a grant for the legal fund was turned down; however the group did
fund us for our beautiful Longhouse kitchen. There will be information about our membership fundraising drive
later in this newsletter.

DTS MEMBERS NEEDED: The Duwamish Tribe is seeking new people of the community
and/or Tribe to join it's nonprofit board, Duwamish Tribal Services, to serve terms no less than
one year (term will expire at the Annual Meeting to be held in May of each year). The
Duwamish Tribal Services Board is a 501(c) 3 arm of the Duwamish Tribe whose main mission
is to help to implement the business plan for the Longhouse and Cultural Center, help solicit
funding for the operations and grant monitoring and outreach.

The DTS Board has been in existence since 1983 and has achieved considerable success,
growth and change since this time. Ideally, board members should be committed to the
mission of the Duwamish Tribe and have professional experience in one or more of the above
areas. It would also serve the board member to have knowledge of local community groups
that support the Duwamish people and have the willingness to generate support in Indian
Country and the City of Seattle (and surrounding areas) in support of the mission of the
Duwamish Tribe and its activities.

The Board will meet once a month on the 3™ Tuesday of each month at 6 p.m. This is a
volunteer position and board members may be required to meet for other meetings as needs
dictate. The board will be subject to the Duwamish Tribal Council and will make
recommendations that the council will oversee by majority vote.

REPORT FR OM TRIBAL SECRETARY, CINDY WILLIAMS: The Department of
Commerce has granted the Duwamish Tribe as a subgrantee under STOWW (Small Tribes of
Western Washington) an EFAP or Emergency Food Assistance Program grant of $13,688 for
July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2011. The vouchers are fofood only and range in amounts from $25
to $55 and can be redeemed at Safeway. The amount of your voucher is based on family size
and each family must submit an application and not exceed income guidelines. If interested,
please contact Cindy at the tribal office to apply (206-431-1582).

It is again time for the Duwamish Annual Support Appeal that is sent out to tribal members,
community partners, pri vate donors and citizens. The funds that are received from the appeal
will be used for daily operations of the tribe which include salaries, maintenance and utilities
such as phone and internet. This year the appeal is made for annual expenses beginninm
January 2010. An update letter about operations will be sent out shortly along with a self-
addressed envelope. Please give generously and thank you in advance for your support.

TRIBAL MEMBERSHIP: Membership in the Duwamish Tribe is based on descent. One
must be able to prove they are the descendent of a fulblooded Duwamish Indian. An
application is submitted to the tribal secretary and further documentation as determined on a
caseby-case basis. The member is voted on by the tribal members at amnnual meeting
(usually in May) and must be present The practice of waiting until annual meetings to vote on
new members was developed at a previous council and has been continued. In the event of a
hardship, one can send a letter to the tribal secretay requesting membership be voted on by
the council instead of waiting for an annual meeting. This has been approved in the event of
distance or illness. Any questions about tribal membership can be sent to the tribal secretary.

HAVE YOU PAID YOUR AN NUAL DUES?  Annual dues are $5.00 per adult and $2.00
per child. With the annual appeal for donations about to begin, this would be a good time to
pay your dues and add your annual contribution for operating expenses. (Include a note what
amount of the total is for your dues.) Itis a good time, as Fall sets in, to think about our
pledges to one another. We worked hard to achieve our dream of a Longhouse to call home
and remember our ancestors. As we gather in the warmth of our achievements, we needd
think about the future .

WASHINGTON STATE INDIAN CHILD WELFARE ACT: The Washington State Indian
Child Welfare Act is a proposal set to go to the legislature in January 201Q The legislation
allows services to be given to Indian children from unrecognized tribes as they are currently.
In the definition of Indian Child it inclu des a child from a tribe that is part of an Indian
Organization recognized by the State. That would be like STOWW(Small Tribes of Western
Washington). Therefore, children from the Duwamish Tribe would have the same protections
as they currently have, sevices but no court protection. Duwamish member, Edie Nelson, has
been participating in conference calls regarding the formation of this legislation, appealing

regularly to include representation for children from unrecognized tribes. The way the bill
